* | do not share the virtual classroom link or a recording with anyone
not registered in the class.

e | do not record or take screenshots of any online class unless asked to
do so, or | requested a permission to do so.

PREPARATION AND PARTICIPATION

e | stay up to date with the course by reading all teacher’s
instructions and assigned materials.

e Whenever | receive an online class invitation from my teacher, |
make certain that | know how to use the online class tool before
the start of the class.

e | am on time for all online classes, and | let my teachers know
ahead of time if | cannot attend a class for any reason by
contacting them.

e If during a class | encounter technological problems,
| take necessary measures to communicate with the people

involved.
e In online classes, | am an active participant to the best of my

classmates, the teacher and me during online classes as much as

possible.
e | put all my electronic devices on silent and turn off notifications.
