M O N A R C H  N U R S E R Y
P R O J E C T  

During the summer and early fall season, our

volunteers care for monarch eggs and raise the

caterpillars and butterflies in our butterfly

enclosure located in the Three Sister’s Garden.

We then organize monarch butterfly releases

with the community every week. For the first

time in the Summer of 2018, we found monarch

eggs and caterpillars in the Dawson gardens.

C O M P O S T I N G

up of food waste located in kitchenettes

and student common areas. We have 4

large compost tumblers on site in which we

turn the food waste into soil. The compost

is used in our Dawson gardens..
